Karl accompanied Yvonne to the Marinette jail and was very pleased at the tour and felt that AA is very appreciated by the jail.  Education is available from grade school level to college level.  Todd E. will supply more pamphlets for the jails.  According to Ellen, the leader of Outagamie County is requiring AA meetings of their inmates while they are incarcerated.  Judge Myron of Marinette is in favor of that decision.  Yvonne also visited Oconto and checked on the Shawano schedule through Kimmery. There are still Monday meetings in Menominee, and Tuesday nights in Marinette.

NEWSLETTER: Mary B requested that members not forward or send junk emails which have increased since she took over chair of The Chronicle.  Everyone has been receiving their copy of the newsletter and extra copies were available.

ARCHIVES: Dan La C reported that Terry S. has sent him all of the former newsletters. No other report at this time.

GRAPEVINE: Mary B reported that Sue is ill.  Sue did set up the new and revised display at the “Spring Fling” last night and received good comments about the display.

LENDING LIBRARY: Terry S said the lending library is available.  New CD was acquired called “Hope” for $10 and is good for the beginners.

TREATMENT: Terry W reported that Mary W, committee chairman, is still having some medical problems.

WEB SITE: (www.district09aa.org) Jeff O said the web site is up to date and running.  Terry S submitted the list of the lending library, and Jeff O hasn’t found a place to put it on the web site.  Karl S. made a motion to have all committee reports accepted as presented.  Jeff O seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Hosting of Conference- Terry W. reported that the Conference for Spring 2012 was awarded to District 13 and Fall Conference for 2011 was awarded to District 14. Karl S. reported that information wasn’t complete to submit prior to yesterday’s Assembly.  Still possible to submit a request to host the 2012 Fall conference.  One Motion from the Assembly was passed in regard to having 4 Assemblies each year with these done in conjunction with the Delegate Workshops.

Spring Service Panel – Gloria O. reports that everything is a go.  Flyers have been sent out and she encouraged all to attend and bring a dish to pass.  Call Gloria O if other information is needed.

Tri-Fold Wallet Size Meeting Lists- John presented a good example and passed around copies.  Mary C made a motion to allow individual groups to put together these types of meeting lists.  Jerry K seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Fun Fest- Mary C sent around the flyer from last years Fun Fest and volunteered to chair this year’s event if District 9 wants.  Mary C made the motion that the district proceed.  Gloria O seconded the motion and the motion carried.  A sign up sheet was passed around for those who are willing to help with the planning.  Seven members signed the volunteer sheet.

Spring Assembly in Three Lakes:  Terry W reported on the assembly.  Two motions were presented and both were passed.  First motion was to create a standing committee called Structures and Guidelines.  That committee will continue to keep the guidelines up to date.  Second was for Area 74 to have four Assemblies each year in conjunction with Delegate workshops.  Mechanics haven’t been decided as of yet.  More will be discussed and information given later. This time I went to the telephone) after I had taken about two drinks (and called L to tell her what I had done. She asked me to promise that I would not take another drink before someone came to me. Well, I had learned enough about truthfulness to refuse to give that promise. Had I been living after the old pattern, I would have been ashamed to call for help. In fact I should not have wanted help. I should have tried to hide the fact that I was drinking and continued until I again wound up behind the “eight ball.” I was taken back to B’s home where I stayed for three weeks. The drinking ended the morning after I got there, but the suffering continued for some time. I felt desperate and I questioned my ability to really avail myself of the help that the others had received and applied so successfully. Gradually, however, God began to clear my channels so that real understanding began to come. Then was the time when full realization and acknowledgement came to me. It was realization and acknowledgement of the fact that I was full of self-pity and resentment, realization of the fact that I had not fully given my problems to God. I was still trying to do my own fixing.

That was several years ago. Since then, although circumstances are no different, for there are still trials and hardships and hurts and disappointments and disillusionments, self-pity and resentment are being eliminated. In this past year I haven’t been tempted once. I have no more idea of taking a drink to aid me through a difficult period than I would if I had never drank. But I know absolutely that the minute I close my channels with sorrow for myself, or being hurt by, or resentful toward anyone, I am in horrible danger.

I know that my victory is none of my human doing. I know that I must keep myself worthy of Divine help. And the glorious thing is this: I am free, I am happy, and perhaps I am going to have the blessed opportunity of “passing it on.” I say in all reverence—Amen.
