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Hi Friends,
I would like to share a few highlights of my trip to San Antonio, Texas where I was fortunate enough to attend AA’s International Convention. It was the celebration of AA’s 75 years.

Some friends and I took the Amtrak, and in San Antonio we met up with friends from Appleton, Freedom, West Bend and more. 
The kickoff of the event was a “Party in the Park” with bands and dancing. The party was moved indoors to the convention center due to rain. It was awesome to be a part of so many people dancing in sinc’ to the “electric slide”.

Around-the-clock marathon meetings started on Thursday at midnight and went on until Sunday morning.

On Friday some of us attended a few panel discussion meetings.  There were several of these meetings going on at the same time, and throughout the day and it was difficult to choose.  One meeting I attended was “Laughter in Sobriety” which I found quite humorous. (
On Friday evening thousands of us “walked the walk” to the Alamodome for the Opening Flag Ceremony and Big Meeting.  During the walk a person’s t-shirt caught my eye that read: “I’m an extreme example of self-will run wild.” Another one read: “Without God, there is no recovery—only disappointing substitutes and repeated failures.”  
AA is in over 130 countries, and 90 were recognized at the Flag Ceremony that night.  As each flag was carried onto the stage, there was cheering and a big applause.  It was an awesome sight to see—and to be a part of.  And, all the speakers were great.
On Saturday evening at the Alamodome was the long-timer’s meeting.  Anyone with 40 or more years sober was considered a long-timer.  The longest long-timer had been sober for over 63 years.  Ten long-timers were chosen for speakers that evening.  Each spoke for only 5 minutes, but they sure packed a lot into their 5 minutes.  It was super!
On Sunday morning at the Alamodome was the Closing Big Meeting and Sobriety Countdown—and more great speakers.
The attendance count that I heard was over 50,000.  The “Box 459” will no doubt have a more accurate count and touch on more main highlights.
I enjoyed stopping and chatting with people and finding out where they were from.  I spoke with people from Ireland, Australia, Paris, Sweden, Spain, Denmark, Newfoundland, New Zealand, and so many more!  Many were from Canada and Mexico and of course the USA.

A few of us stayed Sunday night and watched the fireworks from the top of the Tower of the Americas.

The 80 year celebration will be in 2015 in Atlanta, Georgia.  I hope you, me and many others from Area 74 can make it there.

Promotion that I had longed for previously, but hadn’t deserved, was given to me.  Soon another followed; more confidence, more trust, more responsibility and finally a key executive position in that same organization which so charitably kept me on in a minor position through the period of my drunkenness.
You can’t laugh that off.  Come into my home and see what a happy one it is.  Look into my office; it is a happy human beehive of activity.  Look into any phase of my life and you will see joy and happiness, a sense of usefulness in the scheme of things, where formerly there was fear, sorrow and utter futility.
