DISTRICT 09 MEETING – January 8th, Crivitz WI
Meeting opened by DCM, Gloria O. at 2:00 pm with a moment of silence followed by the Serenity Prayer. Traditions were read by Terry S. and introductions made. Minutes of the last meeting were accepted as printed in the Chronicle. 16 members signed in, representing Shawano, Pembine, Wausaukee, Crivitz, and Peshtigo; all in WI; and Menominee, MI.
Treasurers Report: John N. provided balance sheet showing a balance forward of $1080.32 including designations for earmarked funds & prudent reserve. Motion to accept the treasurer’s report carried.

Dawn T. reported that the Shawano Thursday Night meeting needs a replacement GSR.

Gloria mentioned that many Intergroup events have a GSR sharing time prior to the actual event. She suggested that it might be a good thing to do at all Intergroup events. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS
PUBLIC INFORMATION: Dan L. reported that Shawano area AA schedule is now on the local area Cable Community Channel.

CORRECTIONS: Juliet Y. reported that Yvonne P. is helping her to establish meeting for male inmates in the Menominee Co. jail. She is also happy to report that there is enough interest for the females at the Marinette Co jail to warrant a 2nd meeting per week at that facility. She spoke of the opportunities for service, taking meetings to those inmates.  Ron J. reported that the Wausaukee meetings have books to donate for Corrections to take into the jails.

NEWSLETTER: Mary B. reported that she sends out 22 hard copies, and e-mails to 94 recipients. She said she submitted her monthly bill to the treasurer, John N. and asked if everyone in attendance was getting their Chronicle okay. Mary also forwards the Now and Then in e-mail to people on her mailing list.

ARCHIVES: Todd E. reported having made a folder for hard copies of the Chronicle and wondered if he should save hard copies of the Now and Then as well. He will be submitting a short piece to the Chronicle requesting archive donation materials, and to contact him, to make those donations. He noted that as a matter of history, 7 new meetings were added to the district website during the year of 2011. Terry S. suggested that the GSO website is a great resource for archival information and just good reading.

GRAPEVINE: Anita F. reported having just begun and does have an e-mail address for contact. She reported that our own Mary B. has a story in the January 2012 issue of the Grapevine.

TREATMENT: Dawn T. reported that although she wasn’t able to attend the workshop in Appleton recently, she does have a second person from jail meetings who are going into treatment as a result of carrying the message inside.
